Well this week we are doing
JAPANESE cooking. It is always
a lot of fun, but always very busy
too. As we do Japanese place
settings, with lots of bowls & small
plates and also use chopsticks to
eat with (this is a challenge, but
we cope).

So we are making
Okonomiyaki, Yakisoba noodle
salad, Asian greens with soy &
sesame dressing & Green tea
mousse with fruits. Some of
these recipes we have made
before and know the kids like
them and they work well, and a
few are new to add some
difference & new flavours.

The garden has been giving us
lots of lovely cabbages so we
need to find many different ways
to use them, and Japanese

I will put the Okonomiyaki recipe
below as it’s very easy and we
know the kids like it!!!! Basically
it's like a savoury pancake - and
yummy!!! ©

Ok until next week, happy
cooking

Okonomiyaki

Makes 2 large pancakes i

4 strips sliced bacon, cut into
small cubes

6 tbsp water

2 eggs

8 tblsp flour

2 tsp baking powder

Y teaspoon salt

2 cups cabbage, shredded thinly
1 cup spring onion, sliced thinly

Tonkatsu sauce (similar to bbg
sauce)

Japanese mayonnaise (Kewi
brand i can buy in
coles/safeway).

If not use normal mayo, just
Japanese is creamier and not as

tangy.

1. Fry the bacon in a large skillet
over medium heat until slightly
crispy. Remove to paper towels to
drain and set aside.

2. In alarge bowl, stir together
the water and eggs. Gradually stir
in the flour and salt until smooth.
Add the cabbage and spring
onions & bacon; stir until evenly
distributed.

4. Heat a skillet over medium
heat and coat with cooking spray.
Pour the batter into the center of
the skillet. Use a spatula to shape
the pancake into a circle. Fry for
about 5 minutes or until the edges
are dry. Flip and cook on the
other side until the center is stable
and it is browned on both sides.
5. Remove from the pan and
drizzle with tonkatsu &
mayonnaise sauce to serve.

It was great to have all of that rain
in the garden last week. It did
make having classes outside a
little difficult though! I do like the
chance to take the garden into the
classroom and we used the time
to find out about the life cycle of
seeds.

We plant seeds in the garden all
of the time and a lot of really
groovy stuff happens too the seed
while it is still under the ground.
All of the instructions and
information needed to grow into a

beautiful plant, produce flowers
and make fruit with new seeds in
them comes from inside the seed!
Very clever stuff!

We learnt that gravity plays a
very big part in telling the parts
that come out of the seed which
way the root part has to go and
which way the plant part needs to
grow for there to be a plant above
the ground.

We also learnt that all plants
except grasses produce two fat
round leaves when they pop out
of the ground. The leaf that comes
out after that will look like the
plant that the seed was meant for.
Grasses produce only one leaf
when they come out of the ground
and they all look like grass!

The grade 5 — 6 kids spent some
time looking at seed packets to
see what information is available
and that information can come in
different forms. Some packets use
only words to give information,
others use pictures and no words.
So we need to look carefully at
the packets when we are selecting
seeds that we want to plant.

So when we plant seeds in the
garden next, we will be thinking
about all of these new things we
know about seeds!
